The California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) approval for the Mayhew Road to Bradshaw Road segment on Folsom Boulevard 
was issued in January 2019.  The project is currently in the right-of-way and final design phases of work for a Phase 1 complete
streets improvement project.  All right of way acquisitions will involve and will be required from Sacramento Regional Transit 
(SacRT).  The County is currently in discussions and negotiations regarding right of way with SacRT.  Minor revisions were 
incorporated into the easement descriptions to address Regional Transit comments.  The advent of COVID-19 has brought 
unanticipated delays.  We expect to finalize right-of-way acquisition this summer and submit for California Transportation 
Commission (CTC) approval in October 2020.  Construction is scheduled to begin in spring of 2021.

Sacramento County is acting as the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) local lead agency in preparing a joint Environmental 
Impact Report/Environmental Assessment (EIR/EA) to analyze the environmental affects of the Project, located along US Highway 50 at Hazel 
Avenue.  The federal lead agency in the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) document preparation, through delegated authority from the 
Federal Highway Administration, is the California Department of Transportation (Caltrans).  The final draft documents were submitted and 
reveiwed by Caltrans in December 2019.  An open house was held in March during the public review for the EIR.  The public review period has 
ended and comments received are being addressed.  CEQA approval is anticipated in June 2020.

The project is currently in the environmental review stage for the hybrid alternative.  The hybrid alternative consists of widening 
Madison Avenue to five or six lanes with some portions of Madison Avenue remaining at four lanes.  This alternative is the 
preferred alternative due to less right-of-way and tree impacts than associated with the six lane project.  The traffic study for the 
hybrid has been completed.
